With the warmer weather, it is even more important than
ever for your child to be fully protected from the sun
when outside during recess, lunch and sport. During
recess and lunch we will operate a ‘no hat, play in the
shade’ policy. There are a small number of spare hats at
school which your child will be offered if they forget to
bring theirs. Please work with your child and try to
encourage them to make sure there is a hat (not a cap—
they offer no protection to the ears) in their bag each
day. As the Lue PS hats are all the same it is important
that your child’s hat is clearly labelled with their name.
While we provide plastic cups and water for students to
have freely during the day, it can be disruptive during the
lessons if they need to keep popping out to get a drink. If
they have a refillable drink bottle on their desk, they can
sip away during class time and stay hydrated without
disturbing the lesson. Please try to provide a suitable
labelled bottle for your child.
